Internship Description:

NAME was recently awarded a prize from Swiss-based human rights organization International Bridges to Justice (IBJ) to implement a local criminal justice project through the JusticeMakers program.   As one of the winners of the 2017 JusticeMakers Competition, the prize identified NAME as one of 10 individuals around the world with the greatest potential to affect change. 

Having received the prize money, NAME is now in the process of implementing its winning initiative, and it is seeking a Legal Aid Communications Intern to help us document the progress of the project.

Responsibilities:

The Legal Aid Communications Intern will work closely with senior staff at NAME to communicate our story to criminal justice community – in our own country and beyond.  This responsibility could include everything from writing a feature story on NAME’s beneficiaries to a video recording of the projects efforts to the drafting of a formal report for the Swiss-based human rights organization.  The Intern would then share these writings, videos and photos via the internet.  

Qualifications

 Applicants for the Legal Aid Communications Internship MUST meet the following requirements:
· Written and spoken fluency in French and English.

· Familiarity with internet sites such as YouTube, Facebook and Twitter.

· Experience using a digital camera.

· An interest in law and/or human rights.

The most competitive applicants will also meet the following requirements:

· Coursework in Law.

· Proficiency in writing, preferably as a journalist.

· Proficiency in photography.

· Regular, sustained access to the internet.

· In possession of a digital camera and a flash memory card that would be available to them during the internship.
Compensation

Internship is unpaid, but Intern will interface directly with the Swiss-based human rights organization and build his or her international network.   The Intern will also gain invaluable experience on the front lines of human rights work.  The position could also lead to a full-time paid position, in the event that NAME is able to attract additional funding for the project. 

Hours/Week

This is a part time internship, and number of hours spent per week can vary depending upon project activities.  Ideally, the Intern would be able to serve in this position throughout the 2011 calendar year.
